RESIDENT CORNER  
Single Use Plastic Laws Beginning May 4th! 

Governor Murphy signed legislation (P.L. 2020, c. 117) as a provision of New 

Jersey’s commitment to reduce plastics pollution statewide.  Starting May 4, 2022, 

New Jersey retail stores, grocery stores and food service businesses may not provide 

or sell single-use plastic carryout bags and polystyrene foam food service 

products.  Single-use paper carryout bags are allowed to be provided or sold, except 

by grocery stores equal to or larger than 2,500 square feet, which may only provide 

or sell reusable carryout bags. For further details please “control and click” on the

Built in 1840, the mansion is the former home of Hezekiah B. Smith, an inventor, 

entrepreneur, and politician who founded the company town of Smithville in the 

late 1800’s, an international center for the production of woodworking machinery 

and the Star Bicycle.
