RESIDENT CORNER

Public Works will begin collecting leaves again in October. Please adhere to the
schedule of your area for leaf collection. Leaves are to be placed out only the week
before your scheduled pickup day. Leaf collection will not begin again until October,
and will not be collected by the Public Works Department until then.




Brush Collection for 2023 will begin the first week in April, weather permitting.
Please see the below Brush Collection Schedule for your area.

BRUSH RECYCLING SCHEDULE

Public Works will begin brush collection in April through November. The schedule
may be modified at any time due to personnel, equipment and inclement weather.

Please ensure brush is out prior to 6:00 am.

Every street will be collected only one time. The Public Works Department
cannot return to pick up brush placed curbside midweek, and the brush will
not be collected if your street has already been done.

To prevent piles from sitting curbside for long periods of time please do not
place brush curbside more than one week prior to pick up.

Brush should be no larger than (8) eight inches in diameter, and must be four
(4) feet or longer.

Brush should be piled curbside so as to not block view or traffic, with all cut
ends facing the same direction. For ease of loading all cut ends should be
facing away from traffic, as brush will be fed into the chipper cut ends first.
All vines, bamboo, and root balls must be removed. Mixed materials will not
be collected.

Public Works will not collect large piles of brush as a result of any large
landscaping projects or commercially cut brush. Disposal must be provided by
the contractor or removed at the homeowner’s expense. This service is
provided to assist resident’s dispose of small amounts of brush and tree
limbs.

Brush resulting from lot clearing and/or tree removal by a contractor or done
by the owner themselves shall be the responsibility of the property owner and
shall not be collected by Public Works. Disposal must be provided by the
contractor or removed at the homeowner’s expense.

Small sticks, vines, and small shrubs can be disposed of through bulk pickup,
as long as they are tied in bundles weighing less than 50 pounds and are no
longer than three (3) feet in length.

Bulk Pickup

Ordinance 2019-17. 444-2 Section D.

The Township will collect bulk trash on a monthly basis. Bulk shall consist of items
such as old furniture, bedding, carpeting, pool covers and metal items such as
bicycles. No waste materials of any kind that are generated from commercial
activities or businesses, including handyman, repair services, retail store, offices,
real estate agencies, landlords, contractors, agricultural enterprises. Residents
doing minor repairs to the primary residence may put out small amounts of debris
on their bulk day. No house/rental clean outs will be accepted.

Concrete/cinder blocks, bricks and stone are considered construction debris and will
not be accepted.

If a building permit was required for the work that generated waste, then it is
considered construction debris. Absolutely no contractors or landlords will be
permitted to dispose of construction or demolition debris or household cleanouts

PLEASE KEEP GRASS CLIPPINGS OUT OF THE STREET.

Residents and landscapers are reminded to keep grass clippings out of the street
and the Township’s storm drains. Blowing grass and other yard debris into the
sidewalk, street, or storm drainage system is a violation of the Township’s littering
and storm water ordinances.

Grass clippings, leaves, and other lawn debris can clog storm drains, resulting in
street and private property flooding. Also, storm drains flow directly to local
waterways untreated. Grass clippings add unnecessary nutrients, which help feed
harmful algal blooms. In addition to environmental harm, you may be creating a
safety hazard. When blown into the street, clippings can create a slippery and
dangerous surface for traveling motorcyclists and bicyclists.

Using a mulching mower puts clippings back into the turf and keeps the nutrients
where they belong. Should you choose to use a discharging mower, please be sure to
point the blower toward your property (away from the street) to prevent clippings
from leaving the lawn. When finished mowing, please be sure to use a blower,
broom, or rake to clean up any grass clippings or debris that have inadvertently
made their way into the street, sidewalk, or storm drain. We appreciate your
cooperation.
