Voting 

General Election is Tuesday, November 5 from 6 am – 8 pm. Individuals also can 

Vote by Mail.  Registration forms and vote by mail application forms can be 

obtained online at www.njelections.org.  Questions can be directed to the Municipal 

Clerk’s office at 609 267-5723, ext. 209. 

Vote by Mail Voters may apply for a ballot in-person in the county clerk's office 

anytime up to 3 p.m. on the day before an election. Ballots issued over-the-counter 

may be taken directly to the Board of Elections on the first floor at 50 Rancocas 

Road to be voted and turned in. 

Voters also have the option of returning their ballot by mail. Voted ballots must be 

received by the Board of Elections before polls close on the day of the election when 

delivered in person. A mailed ballot may be postmarked by Election Day and must 

be received by the Board of Elections within 48 hours to be counted. 

 

A public question for Eastampton Township residents will be on the ballot: 

“Shall the Township of Eastampton continue to dedicate a portion of the local tax 

levy to fund the Township of Eastampton’s Open Space Trust Fund for a period of 

no more than twenty (20) years?” 

 

In 1998, Eastampton Township residents approved a referendum to dedicate a 

portion of the local tax levy for a period of no more than twenty (20) years for the 

acquisition of open space, farmland preservation, and the creation of active and 

passive recreational facilities.  This referendum approval created Eastampton 

Township’s Open Space Trust Fund.  Through another binding referendum in 2009, 

the permitted uses of the Open Space Trust Fund were amended to now also include 

allowing the Open Space Trust Fund to be used for maintenance of open space and 

recreational improvements constructed in such areas within the Township. 

 

A “yes” response to the above question would permit the Township to continue 

dedicating a portion of the local tax levy to fund the Township of Eastampton’s 

Open Space Trust Fund for another period of no more than twenty (20) years with 

the permitted uses of the Open Space Trust Fund remaining unchanged.  A “no” 

response to the above question would terminate the dedication of the local tax levy 

to fund the Open Space Trust Fund.  Funds currently in the Open Space Trust 

Fund would be permitted to be used for the Fund’s purpose but no additional funds 

would be raised.

Meet Your New Carts (Color of actual carts will be green) 

 
Eastampton Township will transition to a fully automated trash collection system, 

similar to recycling collection. This is tentatively scheduled to begin in February, 

2020. Every household in the Township will receive one new 96-gallon wheeled cart 

that hold approx. 8-9 average filled 13-gallon bags of trash. Once your new cart has 

been provided, only solid waste that has been placed inside the bin will be collected.  

Trash placed at the curb in any other receptacles will not be collected.  

 

Why are we moving to an automated system? 

The automated truck is faster, more efficient, requires less trips to the landfill 

which reduces fuel costs, provide safer working conditions for trash collectors, and 

reduces the number of Public Works employees from three per truck to one. The 

hinged lids help to keep rain water out of cans, and reducing trash weight.  Other 

towns that have moved to automated trash collection have reported an overall 

reduction in the amount of trash collected. In addition to time and cost savings, the 

new collection system will keep our neighborhoods neat and clean, and will improve 

safety on residential streets.  

 

What are the benefits? 

These carts are easy to maneuver, are very durable, reduce weight through the 

hinged lid that keeps rain water out of the cans, and are as animal-proof as 

possible. Each cart will also contain an RFID (Radio Frequency Identification) tag 

to track down missing/stolen carts.  

 

How do I prepare my cart for weekly collection? 

All trash should be bagged before being placed in the cart, and the lid must close 

tightly, with no material sticking out of the cart. Cart handles and wheels should be 

facing the house, with the lid opening facing the street.  

 

 

 

 



What do the new carts look like? 

Eastampton Township has selected a green cart to differentiate from the color of the 

recycling cart.  All trash carts will have the Township logo on the side, and will be 

linked to your address via a serial number embedded in the plastic. 

 

How do I get the new cart? 

They will be delivered directly to your home or property.  No appointments are 

necessary, and you do not need to be home to receive your new trash cart. 

 

I already have a rolling cart at home, can I use that one? 

No. Only those carts provided by the Township will be compatible for pickup with 

the new automated truck, and are the only carts that will be collected.  

 

What do I do with my cart if I move? 

Carts are issued and owned by the Township and must remain at the 

property/address to which they are assigned.  

 

The new carts look big.  Are they easy to wheel around? 

They are easier to maneuver than a similar-sized trash can.  They are designed for 

weight distribution and safety for easy movement to the curb even when they are 

full.  They are senior-friendly, and roll easily on all types of terrain.  It is easier to 

pull the cart uphill and push downhill.  

 

Will the new carts take up more space? 

The footprints of the carts are not very different from current recycle bins or a 

typically sized trash barrel. 

 

When will we receive our new carts? 

Carts will be scheduled for delivery in January. The Township will continue to 

update residents regarding the timing of receipt of the carts, along with when the 

new program will go into effect. 

 

Are the new carts animal-proof? 

They are the most animal-proof available, but if you encounter any problems with 

animals you can use a bungee cord to secure the lid to the lift bar.  Please remember 

to remove the bungee cord on your collection day or your cart will not be emptied. 

 
Will collection of bulk items (sofas, mattresses, other furniture) change? 

No, Bulk items will continue to be collected according to our existing bulk pick up 

scheduled and guidelines.

Attention Residents: Drivers are urged to use extra 

caution and watch for white-tailed deer as deer mating 

season begins. Peak mating season for deer in New Jersey 

runs from late October throughout November and into mid-

December in all areas of the state. “Deer are involved in 

thousands of collisions with motor vehicles in New Jersey each year, with the 

highest number occurring during the fall mating season,” Division of Fish and 

Wildlife Director Dave Golden said. “We urge all motorists to be especially alert to 

the possibility of deer suddenly darting onto roadways and to be aware of things 

they can do to reduce the risk of a collision and possible serious injury to themselves 

or their passengers.”  

Being extra vigilant for deer will become even more important when daylight saving 

time ends at 2 a.m. on Sunday, Nov. 3. Most commutes will then align with the 

periods when deer are most active, and lighting conditions may be the most difficult 

for driving.

800-768-4653) or go to the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s website to 

fill out an online form.

Dog Licensing 

Residents Are Reminded That All Dogs over 6 Months of Age Are 

Required to be Licensed Each Year.  Dog licenses are valid for the current calendar 

year, and expire annually on December 31.  We will begin next year’s licensing on 

January 1, 2020.  The cost for the month of January is $10.00 for a neutered/spayed 

dog and $13.00 for a non-neutered/spayed dog.  A $2.00 per month additional fee 

will be assessed for each dog registered after January 31. (You can also mail your 

dog license application and payment along with a self-addressed stamped envelope 

to save a trip). In addition to normal business hours of Monday through Friday, 

8:30am to 4:30pm, the Manor House will be open to license dogs on Saturday, 

January 18, 2020 from 9:00am to 12:00pm.   

Please note that the rabies vaccination must be valid through November 1, 2020 by 

NJ State Law to obtain the dog license. It is recommended to review your dog’s 

rabies vaccination expiration date now to avoid any delays in your 2020 licensing. 

The Burlington County Animal Shelter hosts a FREE Rabies Clinic the 3rd Tuesday 

of the month from 3:00-4:00 pm.  (They are closed on holidays, and suggest calling 

to ensure they are open before bringing your animal to the facility).  

The Burlington County Animal Shelter is located at 35 Academy Dr. in 

Westampton, and their phone number is 609-265-5073.  

Animal Control personnel are permitted to inspect current licenses for all dogs 

residing within the Township.  Licensing information may be obtained in person at 

the Manor House or by calling (609) 267-5723, ext.
