 Eastampton Township Brush Collection Schedule 

Reminder.  Brush chipping is done the first full week of every month except 

when the first Monday is a holiday.  When the first Monday is a holiday, brush 

collection will be done the following week.  In the event of inclement weather, 

brush will be collected the following week as well.  Residents are reminded to 

place brush curbside at the front of their home by 7:00am on the first day of 

scheduled collection.  Branches should be longer than (4) four feet and not 

exceed (8) eight inches in diameter.  All butt ends must face the same direction 

for ease of loading.  Sticks and branches less than (4) four feet in length should 

be tied in bundles that weigh no more than (50) fifty pounds.  Please keep 

sidewalks and pathways clear for pedestrian and bicycle traffic.  Additional 

information can be found by visiting the Township website at 

www.eastampton.com or by contacting the Public Works Department at (609) 

267-5723, ext.

Leaf collection begins the week of October 15 and will be collected through 

January, 2019.  Residents can bag leaves or rake them to the curb for collection.  

Leaves should be placed in the grass strip between the curb and sidewalk, not in the 

street.  Leaves should not be placed near fire hydrants, sign posts, portable 

basketball hoops, or telephone poles.  Leaves must be free of all trash, sticks, 

branches, vines, rocks, dirt, and debris.  Mixed material will not be collected.
